Important Information

Please arrive 15 minutes before your party’s start-time to make any final touches to the room and to greet guests. Decorations are
not to be hung on walls, but you may get suction cups and hang decorations on the windows. If anyone has severe food or latex
allergies, please let the Neighborhood Club know when booking the party. You will have 20 minutes after the party’s end-time to
clean up. Times cannot be extended if your party is not finished with activities. Members of the facility must be included in the total
number of paid guests as they will still be using rented areas, extra staff, and party supplies.

Aquatic Guidelines:

Age 14 and older Full, unsupervised use after completing a scheduled orientation along with a signed parent consent form (available
in the Fitness Center).

Age 9 - 13 (During family swim time) Child may swim without a Parent/Supervisor* present, however, in order to enter the 5’ section
of the pool, child must pass a Neighborhood Club swim test or wear a Coast Guard approved life jacket.

Age 3 - 8 (During family swim time) Parent/Supervisor* must remain in pool area at all times AND: in the water directly supervising
child unless child is wearing Coast Guard approved life jacket or child has passed a Neighborhood Club swim test.

Age 0 - 2 Parent/Supervisor* must be in the water directly supervising child.

Neighborhood Club’s life jacket supply is limited to first-come, first-served. Therefore we recommend you bring your own Coast
Guard Approved life jacket.

Rules
Q If you would like us to pre-check for passed swim tests, you may provide a list of swimmers with their name (first and last)
and birth date to the Birthday Party Director no later than 12pm Thursday prior to your party. Any child who has previously
taken and passed a swim test at the Neighborhood Club may be issued a swim bracelet at the start of the party.

Q Please review the pool rules before using the facility. Rules will be enforced by the lifeguards for the safety of our guests
and members.

Q Please direct all questions to your Party Coordinator. If your Coordinator is not present, you may ask the front desk to page
him or her over the intercom.

Q Non-potty trained children must wear a swim diaper. Children and/or adults who have had diarrhea within the last 24
hours are not permitted in the pool.

Q Party guests will share the pool during family swim. Only half of the gym can be reserved for guests.

O No outside toys are permitted in the pool. We provide noodles and have a spray area for children to play in.

QO When catering your own party, all pizza must be ordered through us using Hungry Howies in Grosse Pointe Park. No other
pizza companies allowed. Please, no catering companies or food trucks as space is limited. You are responsible for
accommodating for allergies of guests and ensuring your food is properly prepared for consumption. The Neighborhood
Club is not responsible for any food-borne illness or allergic reactions. Party hosts are fully liable for the health of their
guests.

O No alcohol will be allowed inside our facility. Those who are suspected of drinking will be asked to leave the facility.

O Please do not bring glass containers on the pool deck.

O Adults who participate in activities for safety are not included in the # of guests. However, the room only holds
approximately 20-30 people total and we can only provide seating for 20, so please limit the amount of guests in the room.

O You may participate in the activity chosen for your party. Out of consideration for your guests, members may use other

areas of the facility after the party’s end-time.
